Council Elections 2023 - Call for Nominations

The 2023 DSA Council elections will be held under the terms of the DSA Constitution (as approved at the 2015 AGM). 

1. The nomination form is appended. This should be sent by email to the DSA Honorary Secretary before 1pm on Wednesday 28th June 2023, along with all necessary information.
2. All candidates in the elections, and all those nominating candidates for the elections, must be current members of the DSA.
3. Nominations should be accompanied by bio-data/CV and a statement (each no more than 100 words).
4. The elections will be held within the Annual General Meeting on Friday 30th June, during the DSA Annual Conference. The conference and meeting will be in hybrid format this year.

5. Election results will be available later that day - 30th June 2023.

Council members’ roles and time commitment

As well as attending DSA Council Meetings (2-3 a year) and taking strategic decisions on behalf of the membership, Council members are expected to directly engage in managing DSA activities for up to ten working days a year.

Council member responsibilities include:

· overseeing the updating of the DSA website so it effectively meets members’ needs;

· coordinating DSA study groups and initiating new study groups;

· designing, marketing and organising DSA conferences;

· mounting student and careers events;

· promoting DSA membership in the UK and other countries;

· representing DSA with external bodies (HEFCE, AcSS, ESRC, DFID, EADI and others);

· preparing the DSA business plan and managing the external services provider;

· managing the DSA publications programme;

· promoting DSA outreach to NGOs and think-tanks and,
· improving and expanding the DSA communications strategy

DSA AGM 2023 – Elections

Elected members

Sam Hickey (President) has completed his two terms in office and Shailaja Fennell (Treasurer), Jonathan Fisher, Annalisa Prizzon, Ben Radley and Peter Taylor will have come to the end of their first three-year terms of office as elected members of Council at the 2023 AGM. Ben Radley and Rachel Slater are standing down from Council at the AGM.

The DSA Constitution provides for the election of sufficient members to fill all of the vacancies for elected members open at the time of each year’s AGM, with each successful candidate having tenure for three years. There are therefore five vacancies for elected members of Council and two vacancies for Officers of Council (President & Treasurer) and two vacancies for student representative positions. 

We particularly encourage student members to apply for a position on Council to oversee our interactions with students in the DSA community.

The DSA Council will recommend to the AGM that an existing member of Council is considered for election to the President and Treasurer positions as understanding of how the DSA works is very important for these positions.

Co-opted members

The Constitution provides for no more than three co-opted members of Council. The Council is responsible for deciding on co-options at, or before, its first meeting after each AGM, but the AGM may review and comment on the co-options policy.

Independent Financial Examiner

It is necessary for the AGM to approve the appointment of an independent examiner of the DSA’s Finances.
